Ideally, a couple having penis-in-vagina sex would use 
some kind of protection against unwanted pregnancy, 

like condoms or other forms of birth control.

But sometimes, accidents happen and people 
end up having unprotected sex. 

Maybe they forgot 
to take their birth 
control pill or the 

condom was expired.

These things do 
happen, so no need 

to panic.



There is another type of
birth control to avoid getting 

pregnant, emergency 
contraception, sometimes 
called EC, Plan B, or the 

morning-after pill.

This pill is more 
effective the sooner 
you or your partner 
take it. But it can 

be taken up to three 
days after having 
unprotected sex.

Unfortunately, it can 
be less effective for 
people who weigh more 

than 165 pounds.

Some people confuse emergency contraception 
with having an abortion. But emergency contraception 

can stop a pregnancy before it even starts. 

NO TO
EC!

Emergency contraception 
is sold in pharmacies, and you 

can also go to your doctor 
or a clinic, like Planned 
Parenthood, to get it. 

You don’t need a 
doctor’s prescription 

or anyone’s permission. 
And you don't need to 
be a specific age or 

gender to buy it. 



Oh, and remember...
emergency contraception 
cannot protect against 
Sexually Transmitted 

Infections.

So it is a good idea to 
get tested for STIs as 

well if you've had 
unprotected sex.
